In the South-East Asia Region (SEAR), NCDs account for
7.9 million deaths annually or 60% of deaths in the region.

Thailand has experienced the shift from infectious to non-communicable diseases, and there is a
critical need for additional data on the burden and trends of chronic NCDs and associated risk
factors in different settings and different population groups. There is also a need for nursing and
health systems research aimed at improving prevention, primary care, and long-term chronic
disease management.

1) Long-term postdoctoral research training for two trainees per year, which includes one year
mentored research at the U-M campus and one year mentored research project implementation in
Thailand. Eligible candidates will have a PhD or equivalent research doctorate in a health-related
discipline [does not have to be in nursing, but nursing preferred]. Candidates can represent various
academic and research intensive institutions in Thailand including the MOPH, universities, research
institutes, etc. where research will be actively supported after postdoctoral training.
